Dear DV Thursday League Player,

I¢’s that time of year again- Golf Season! I would like to thank you for your support and for choosing Deer Valley as your
league home last year and we look forward to serving you in 2010. Many of you have played in the DV league for 11 years
now, and many have joined along the way. I would like to take this time to thank you for your support and business! As a
“thanks” to all of you, please find a specially priced promo round coupon on the sign-up sheet for some practice before league
starts. I ask that you call or e-mail your desire to play as soon as possible. Should you not be playing this year, please let us
know that as well so we may open spots to the waiting list.

The Deer Valley staff will again do all average keeping, league standings, scorecards, and match handicapping- you just need to
show up and play golfl WSGA computerized handicap service will again be offered at a discount to full time league
players ($25). As in the past, you can find league standings, schedules and averages on our website:
www.deervalleygolf.com.

The information sheet in this packet outlines the basic league set-up for this year. The format will remain the same with 2-
man teams competing against each other for nightly points. I have heard some interest in eliminating the 3 points awarded for
total strokes and that can be discussed and voted on at the League Meeting. The fee for sign-up is unchanged and outlined in
the information sheet- there will be no increase in league or cart fees for 2010. Full, senior and weekday members pay $38 to
sign-up and pay no green fees for the season. Please consider our club events that are open to members, associate members,

and full time league players with a DV WSGA Handicap- they are there for you!

The deadline for verbal team commitment is April 1* and a call to the course or an e-mail is sufficient, after that time
I will open up any spots to teams on the waiting list. The sign-up fee deadline is Thursday, April 8" at 6:00 p.m.-
this is also the date and time of the league meeting. At the meeting I will answer questions and hand out schedules. We can
also discuss any rule or policy questions that you, as a group, would like changed. I do feel it is important to maintain the
integrity of the competition based on handicap guidelines set forth by the USGA with equitable strokes based on averages
Please try to have at least] team member at the league meeting on Thursday, April 8" should the need for a vote arise- this is
a week earlier than in the past but it will give time to take care of any changes. League play will begin on April 22" .

As far as the course goes, we are excited for 2010! With The Valley Course maturing, redone tee boxes on the original 18 (#7 -
back, #11 white, #14 forward, #17 forward), and a new and upgraded pump house I am looking forward to a great year. I am
also happy to report that all 27 holes will have yardages on all sprinkler heads (to front, middle and back of the green) to make
it even more player friendly. We do hope to use the Valley 9 for some league play this year, dependent on the desire of the
players and the ability of young grass to hold up to heavier play. You will also notice from our new scorecards and our website,
we have named each 9 for simplicity: The original front is now the Ridge Course, the original back is now the Prairie Course,
and the newest addition is the Valley Course.

I look forward to seeing all of you again, you all have played an important role in the growth of Deer Valley G.C. and we
greatly appreciate it! If you know of any players who are interested in league, or know past players who have not given me
their address, please have them contact me for materials. Thank you again for your past and continued support of Deer Valley
Golf Course.

2010 DV Thursday Golf League

DATES 19 consecutive Thursdays beginning April 22". Days deemed as rainouts
by the golf professional will be made up at the end of regular season play
before playoffs. Tee times will run from 4:30 to 5:34.

FORMAT This league will consist of 2-man teams. Teams will play match play
against each other consisting of two separate individual matches where the
two higher average players compete against each other and the two lower
average players compete against each other- Subs are solely the
player’s responsibility. No shows will be responsible for their league
fee.

POINTS Currently a 12 point system per match. 1 point will be awarded for each
hole won (tied holes will give each player 2 point) and 3 points will be
awarded for total stroke winner. Matches will be handicapped based on
80% of the stroke differential between opponents but the total stroke points
will be based on full average.

24 possible points per team per night

AVERAGESThere will be no average setting to start the season, matches will begin
immediately. Players will begin the season where their average was at the
end of last year. New players will start by setting average while playing.
Averages throughout the season will only be based on your last 4 rounds
with previous scores eliminated.

NO SHOWSIf a player does not get a sub and does not show, his opponent will play
against the absentee’s average plus 10%. E.g. The no show’s average is
40 and the opponent’s average is 40. The opponent will play the no show
even but the no show will post a score of 44(+10%) with an extra shot
added on the 4 toughest holes giving the person who shows up a distinct
advantage but no “free” points.

FEES TOTAL SIGN-UP COST IS $50/PLAYER OR $100/TEAM
This fee includes your last night of golf green fees($12), league
championship prizes($23), League Challenge event prizes($7), and
cookout night ($8). Full, senior and weekday members pay $38 at sign-up
and will save $228 in golf fees for the year.

SIGN-UP [ will be taking sign-ups from 2009 league players until April
1%, After that | will open it up to new players on a waiting
list, with @ maximum number of 72 players.
